Jack and the Beanstalk pantomime visit: Harrogate Theatre, Thursday 8th Jan 2026, 10:00am performance 

 

We are delighted to have been given the opportunity to take our Year 7 students to a performance of 

‘Jack and the Beanstalk’ at Harrogate Theatre on Thursday 8th January 2026. 

 

Students and staff will walk to and from the theatre, leaving school at 9am following registration and 

returning in time for lunch at 1.15pm. All students will receive a treat to eat during the interval, and they 

should take a water bottle (and snacks if desired); there will be drinks, ice-creams etc to purchase should 

your child wish to. 

 

To enable the trip to go ahead, we require a voluntary contribution of £15 per child which is payable via 

Arbor.  Please note that if we do not receive enough contributions, the trip may not be able to go ahead. 

 

To secure your child’s place, please make payment by Friday 24th October 2025. The school would like all 

students to be able to access such activities but understand that the cost of such trips may be prohibitive for 

some families therefore if you would like to discuss the different options of payment and support on offer please 

email the Finance department at RSFinance@rs.rklt.co.uk by Friday 17th October.
